Daughters of the Nile Foundation 0 Quick History Lesson

The Daughters of the Nile mission of helping children of Shriners Hospitals for Children® began in
1925, when the first monetary donation of $2,503.50 was sent and accepted by the Shrine of North
America. Supreme Temple decided that the Shrine Hospitals would be our only philanthropy. The
Convalescent Endowment Fund and Convalescent Relief Fund grew over the years through the
fundraising efforts of the members of the Subordinate Temples, as well as by investment income
generated by those donations.

2006 — Supreme Queen Billie Davis appointed a special committee charged with investigating the
feasibility of expanding the Daughters of the Nile 501(c)(10) private fraternal foundation to include a
501(c)(3) public charity.

The delegates at the 90t Annual Supreme Session voted to allow the committee to proceed with the
investigation.

John McHenry, Attorney with the firm of McHenry Haszard of Lincoln, Nebraska was selected as the
legal advisor and worked with the committee to develop sample Bylaws and Articles of Incorporation
for a 501(c)(3) public charity, to be named the Supreme Temple, Daughters of the Nile Foundation.

Four additional members were appointed to serve on the Board of Directors, bringing the number of
Directors to eleven. They were:

Since that time the Daughters of the Nile Foundation has grown and prospered under the care and

guidance of members of the Daughters of the Nile who have agreed to donate their time and talents
to the Board of Directors.
